About Environmental Health Services

The Mission of the Miami-Dade County Health Department (MDCHD) is to promote and protect the health of our community through prevention and preparedness today, for a healthier tomorrow. The Division of Environmental Health and Engineering plays a major role in the fulfillment of the overall mission through its efforts to prevent injury and disease by controlling environmental risks. This role is accomplished by implementing the following regulatory programs: 

Regulates selected food service facilities; migrant labor camps; group care facilities; biomedical waste generators, storage facilities, and transporters; tanning facilities; and indoor air quality including Florida Indoor Clean Air Act (FICAA); and mobile home and recreational vehicle parks. Jointly with the MDCHD/Disease Control and epidemiology coordinates surveillance and investigation of food and waterborne illnesses

Regulates the drinking water for approximately 95% of Miami-Dade County’s residents under the Florida Safe drinking Water Act (FSDWA). The division implements FDOH’s responsibilities under the State Underground Petroleum Environmental Response Act (SUPER Act), Drycleaner Solvent Surveillance Program, and the Drinking Water Toxics Program. In addition, it reviews the construction and operation of public swimming pools and monitors water quality at all public beaches. This division regulates the installation and repair of all onsite sewage treatment and disposal systems within the Miami-Dace County for both commercial and residential facilities.

Our highly skilled Certified Environmental Health and Engineering Professionals provide a wide range of services including but not limited to: compliance inspections, program specific complaint investigations including public health sanitary nuisances, environmental sampling and testing (e.g. air, water, soil, etc.), environmental health risk assessments, engineering plan review, engineering construction inspections, and permitting. 

The Miami-Dade County's Division of Environmental Health and Engineering monitors major systems of community infrastructure that protect the public from disease and help maintain health. The scientific foundation of overall environmental health for the community is extensive and continued surveillance, with indicator testing, along with immediate investigation and mitigation of environmental conditions where disease transfer is possible or suspected.
