We encourage counties to order these this year, as most counties and/or regions do not have the Tablet PCs on hand. Waterborne Disease Intentional Contamination TableTops:

The Waterborne Disease Intentional Contamination Tabletops will allow for the training of employees in the Regional Domestic Security Task Force regions in how to respond to a waterborne intentional contamination.  These exercises carry out the mission of the Dept. of Health Public Health Preparedness Program, the Food and Waterborne Disease Program and the Bureau of Water Programs.  The exercises are intended for those involved in decision making if an event occurs, including DOH, EMS, hospital staff, epi staff, a DEP representative, a DBPR representative, a DOACS representative, local police and sheriffs, and CHD staff.  We currently have exercises scheduled in Regions 1, 3, and 6 and are working on scheduling with the other regions as well.  Please contact Tracy_Wade@doh.state.fl.us if you have any questions.

Epi – Ready Team Training:  
Epi-Ready Team Training is a nationwide initiative intended to provide up-to-date foodborne disease outbreak investigation and surveillance training to public and private sector environmental health professionals as well as other professionals that have collaborated in conducting foodborne disease outbreak investigations. The training includes group exercises, Q&A sessions, and didactic lectures conducted over 2 days.  The training is scheduled for August 3-8 and is intended for Epi-Strike Team members only. Radiologic Population Monitoring Training and Kits:   We have had approval for 200 radiological monitoring kits to be distributed throughout the state. These should be here by June.  Trainings are starting to be scheduled for June for all interested staff who would like to participate in this preparedness program (not just EH or Epi strike team personnel)  This is a 2 day training given by the Bureau of Radiation Control, where BRC staff will come to your region or county if you have 12 people willing to be trained. There is a pre-requisite for this training, IS 301. This is a 4 hour online course that can be found on FEMA's independent study website.
