Samples are being received by Florida Department of Health Laboratories for analysis from physicians and hospitals.   
The Miami-Dade County Health Department continues enhanced surveillance and outreach to physicians, hospitals and other health care professionals. The surveillance system, consisting of sentinel physicians reporting influenza activity, DOH laboratories receiving specimens from physicians and hospitals and our ability to monitor emergency room cases and over- the-counter drug sales is fully operational.
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The Miami-Dade County Health Department provides the following recommendations: 
  
 People with respiratory illness should stay home, and away from work or school to avoid spreading infections, including influenza, to others in the community.    
          Avoid close contact with people who are coughing or otherwise appear ill.  
          Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth.  
          Wash hands frequently to lessen the spread of respiratory illness.  
 People experiencing cough, fever and fatigue, possibly along with diarrhea and vomiting, should contact their physician. 
  
 If you think you have influenza, please call your health care provider and discuss whether you need to be seen in their office, emergency department or stay home. 
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
