PERSONAL HURRICANE PLAN OUTLINE

Beginning of hurricane season:

Keep a Weather Eye Out - Pay Special Attention to Weather Reports, throughout hurricane season (June I - November 30).

Determine if you live in a evacuation zone, includes all mobile homes 

Evaluate your home:

Structural integrity/construction

Window and door protection

Provision for vehicles and boats

Check insurance coverage

If you are not is an evacuation zone, take measures to fortify your home. Window and door protection are most important.

Outside the home:

Trim trees and loose branches.

Call FPL if branches are near power lines, do not trim them yourself.

Take note of where you will store loose objects such as Iawn furniture, play sets, etc.

Check operability of shutters, panels, etc.

Inside your home:

Take pictures of the contents and store them along with important papers in a watertight container, the dishwasher is a good location.  Send one set of pictures to relatives and take with you, along with insurance papers, if you leave during a storm.

Stock Essential Supplies including:                                                        If a storm is threatening:

first aid kit and Rx medications
gas up your car

canned goods

get extra cash

baby, elderly, and special needs
turn fridge to coldest

bottled water(I gal. per person per day)
fill freezer with bottle water

flashliqhts and lots of batteries
fill bathtub with water

portable radio

turn off utilities

blankets and extra clothes
turn off propane tanks

household bleach (NOT CENTED)
unplug small appliances

Decide where you will ride out a storm. Select the best safe alternative for you. You must evacuate if you are

ordered. If you out working during the emergency, make arrangements for your family before you report to work.

If working in a shelter, you may bring the family. Shelters are meant to provide safety, not comfort.  Be prepared.  Bring snacks, toys for kids, bedding, flashlights, extra clothes, sanitary products, necessary medications and baby needs.  Do not bring firearms, alcohol, or the family pet.

If you are at home during the storm and winds become strong: stay away from windows and doors close all interior doors take refuge in interior rooms or closets
